Alpine Community Park: Jan. 14, 2021 Public Meeting Questions

On Thursday, Jan. 14, 2021, the County of San Diego Department of Parks and Recreation hosted a virtual public meeting on the design concept plan for Alpine Community Park. This was the fourth publig

meeting on the park, and the most highly attended with over 300 attendees and more than 400 questions.

Some questions were answered live and can be heard in the Q&A recording from the meeting, which is saved as a link next to this document on the sdparks.org/publicmeetings web page. Other questions
were responded to directly in the Q&A panel/chat. However, a large number of questions were not answered due to time constraints.
